Treasurer Blankenship presented the monthly treasurer’s report for the month ending March 31, 2022.  The Report will be filed for future auditing purposes.
The Parks/Maintenance Report was included in the April packet.  There were no questions from Commissioners related to Park Department activity.      
The Recreation Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Ott mentioned the positives surrounding recent facility rental activity and complimented the staff on the Easter Egg Hunt activities (including the egg hunt for dogs).
The Finance/HR Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Ott thanked staff for their hard work during the fiscal audit process.  Commissioner Bean asked about the costs associated with the annual audit.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the Reverse Positive Pay process with Itasca Bank.  Commissioner Blankenship inquired about the process of using ACH transfer method for bill paying.   
The Risk Management Report was included in the April packet.  There were no questions from Commissioners related to the Risk Management Report.    
Attorney Mraz was not in attendance and had no report for the month.  
Director Baum reported on upcoming events and information at NEDSRA.
Mr. Baum announced that the RMSBO season would be getting underway during the first week of May.  Practices are already underway.      
Director Baum reported on the progress at Nordic Park in his report.
All necessary Commissioners and Staff are reminded to submit their information prior to May 1, 2022.
The Park District will have an entry in the upcoming Roselle Rose Parade on June 5, 2022.
Director Baum outlined the upcoming NEDSRA Community Survey information and provided the Commissioners with the option of being involved in the initial determination of what questions would be included in the survey.  If interested, please provide your interest to Director Baum.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about how NEDSRA is funded by each community/park district.  She asked if any of our facilities are being used by NEDSRA.  She asked if we could leave NEDSRA.  Director Baum outlined the legal aspects and consequences of leaving NEDSRA.
The Project/Activity Log update was provided to Commissioners via electronic mail.  Commissioner Bean asked about where we are with the front counter area upgrades.
Supt. of Finance/HR Piworski introduced Brian LeFevre from Sikich. LLP who presented to the Board of Commissioners the annual Fiscal Audit for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2021.  This report was moved up in the agenda immediately following the Treasurer’s Report.  President Ott thanked Sikich LLP and Park District staff for a job well done.  Nearly all the Districts funds (Itasca Bank & Trust) are collateralized.  Commissioner Jarocinski had questions on the general statistical data of the District as provided in the audit.  This information is provided by the District, as averages (general demographics, etc.).  A lot of this information is required in order for us to apply for the annual GFOA awards.  She also asked about capital assets and what goes into determining depreciation.   The District’s Asset Maxx system provides the data that goes into these calculations.  
Director Baum reported on the enclosed copy of the 2022 1st quarter parking lot report for the West Lot at the train station.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked how parkers pay for their parking spots on a daily basis.     
Director Baum briefed the Commissioners on the upcoming Asphalt projects that are tied into the Village of Roselle’s summer asphalting bid notice.  The bidding process will not take place until early June, 2022.  Engineering estimates from the Village of Roselle has our asphalting projects running at approx. $85,000 for the Metra Lot and $20,000 for the Manary entry lane.   Commissioner discussed whether it would be a good idea to possibly include the Thorndale South parking lot into the bid project.  Timing is an issue with this idea.   
Director Baum updated the Board on the decision making timeline from IDNR related to the 2022 OSLAD Grant cycle and how the dates could and will affect any District decisions on possibly applying for an IDNR 2023 OSLAD Grant.  The Park District will not know if it is successful with the 2022 cycle until mid fall, 2022.  A Master Plan was not in place for the 2022 cycle.  Discussion ensued on possibly going to RFP for professional services for creation of a Master Plan for future needs.  A timeline related to construction of a Master Plan would need to be very aggressive in order to meet assumed deadlines surrounding a 2023 OSLAD cycle grant.  
Director Baum mentioned the dates typically set aside for the annual park tour are not that long away.  Director Baum will provide Commissioners with possible future date options for the tour in late May to early June.
Commissioner Ott asked if there were any comments from the Commissioners.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about crack issues on tennis courts at Thorndale Park.  Commissioner Bean referenced his interest in making sure the District is promoting nature/environment related programs/events and tree plantings on an annual basis.  Commissioner Ott  mentioned the relationship we have with multiple Scout groups for area clean up.  Commissioner Ott mentioned a possible OSLAD grant surrounding upgrades to our park on the site of the South parking lot.  She mentioned installment of basketball hoops and/or various court games astride various parking lots that we own, especially south Thorndale.                     
Commissioner Ott reminded the Board about the previous month’s discussion on changing the start time of future Board Meetings to 6:30pm.  It was decided, after discussion, to keep the start time of meetings at 7:00pm.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about attainment of the Goodenough Park drawings for lot line specifics.
It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Bean to approve Resolution 22-6, as amended, a resolution approving a Professional Services Agreement between the Medinah Park District and Design Perspectives, Inc. for the 2022 Meacham Creek Park Development Project.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  Commissioner Jarocinski mentioned a typo on page 2 in the contract that will be corrected, and thus the need to amend the Resolution as above.
