The Treasurer’s Report ending December 31, 2022 was presented by Treasurer Blankenship.  The report will be filed for future auditing purposes.  
The Parks division report was filed in the Board Packet.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the number of trees taken down at Meacham Creek Park.  The dead ash trees were taken down per total linear feet.        
The Recreation division report was filed in the Board Packet.   Commissioner Grygiel asked about the District’s submittal of photos for the IPRA/IAPD photo contest.  We presented our photo within the Sports category and were selected as an Honorable Mention.  Pickleball is doing very well.  The Mackinac Island adult multi-day trip has maxed out on registrations.  
The Finance/HR division report was filed in the Board Packet.  The preliminary 2022 fiscal audit process started on January 13 and will continue on site the week of February 6-10.  We await confirmation of the annual GFOA Award.   Commissioner Ott asked if the Park District needed to be aware of any new procedures and processes in the Finance Dept. related to the start of a new fiscal year.  The District received our initial $200,000.00 check from IDNR for the OSLAD Grant.  Commissioner Blankenship asked if staff was aware of all new state statutes on the books related to HR laws.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the Supt. of Finance/HR position job description and if it was up to date.
The Risk Management/Safety report was filed in the Board Packet.  The 2022 Risk Management Report will be presented at the February 22nd Board Meeting.  Commissioner Ott asked about vehicle related issues and if Safety Coordinator Goode has a hand in dealing with these issues.  Director Baum explained the Safety Coordinator’s role as relates to district vehicle management/safety/accidents/etc.
There was No Attorney’s Report filed.  The MPD Attorney was not present.
5 Year Anniversary plaques were presented to Park Specialist Jeremy Weres and Parks Department employee Peter Cesaroni by President Ott and Director Baum.

Director Baum reported on an email communication from a Mr. Cukurova related to the fall youth soccer program photo delivery issues.
The Director’s Report (Notes) was provided to the Board via the monthly Board Packet.  Director Baum provided a very brief overview of each Note subject matter.  Commissioner Jarocinski had questions related to the Statements of Economic Interest upcoming requirements.  Seated Board Members are required on an annual basis to submit the Statements of Economic Interest.  Commissioner Bean asked about the monthly Activity/Project Log.  He also commented on park beautification goals. Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the 2023 submittal of goals.  Items listed under Notes are listed in the right column of these minutes.
Director Baum presented the Metra West parking lot 4th quarter/end of year data for 2022 as provided.  Based upon year end revenue figures, staff has adjusted the 2023 fiscal year revenue projections.  Director Baum reminded the Board about the language in the 40-year West lot lease with Metra related to capital improvements.
Director Baum updated the Commissioners on the OSLAD Grant.  Commissioners and staff had a lengthy discussion related to the OSLAD Grant and if the Fitness Court could be incorporated somehow into the process.   Professional service and engineering work has already commenced.  Mapping related to wetland areas in Thorndale Park was provided.  Four specific wetland areas are located within the park.  Each wetland area comes with its own level of buffer requirements for build out/construction.  The buffer areas do not hinder the original OSLAD plans but they do limit our location of the future NFC Fitness Court.  A number of issues and options were discussed to include parking matters, lot entrance issues, safety, additional amenities, etc. 
Commissioner Jarocinski asked for an update related to the District’s Inventory Project.
Discussion ensued as to the level of, and prioritization of, specific District items that should be placed in the Project’s reports, minimum values/costs and expansion of item details.  It was determined that additional item information was needed for items purchased starting in 2021 and moving forward.  A timeframe for staff to get updates in place was discussed as 6 months into the future.
There were no Citizen Comments.
It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Bean to approve in “Tentative Form” as presented, Ordinance 23-1, the Combined Budget & Appropriations Ordinance of the Medinah Park District, DuPage County, IL for its fiscal year January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There was none.

Board members commented on what each of them believed to be best way for how the position should be compensated on a monthly basis and how the responsibilities should be handled by the contractor.   Monthly reporting with specific project timeline reporting to be in place.
