Treasurer Blankenship presented the monthly Treasurer’s Report for the month ending June 30, 2022.  The report will be filed for future auditing purposes.                             

Supt. DeGrado’s report highlights were presented.   
Supt. Wendling provided the Recreation Dept. highlights.         
Supt. Piworski’s report highlights were presented.     
Safety Coordinator Goode’s report highlights were presented.  Mr. Goode was not in attendance.  Director Baum provided the report to the Board.
There was no report from the Park District attorney.   He was not in attendance. 
Commissioner Jarocinski mentioned that a Nordic Park area resident conveyed disappointment in the loss of some of the old equipment that was in the park.
Director Baum provided updates related to NEDSRA’s operations.  
Mr. Baum said he included the written summary provided by V3 Construction Group of the Spring 2022 Meacham Creek Site Inspection.  This report highlights the work completed and general comments during the first half of the 2022 fiscal year (winter/spring 2022).   
Director Baum updated the Board on the tax assessment appeals process by large companies that pay property tax to our district.  Our Lake Park Tax Consortium legal firm, Robbins Schwartz saved the district is excess of $2,383,511 in 2021 assessed values in relation to what the individual companies were looking to attain in diminished tax payments. 
Director Baum provided the monthly update of the Activity Project Log via electronic email to all Commissioners.  There were no questions associated with the update.
The Medinah Park District was very excited to receive word that our 2022 OSLAD Grant cycle application was accepted by the IDNR.  We have received official word from IDNR that our application was awarded the full $400,000 in grant funding.  The District does not expect further communication from IDNR for a few months as relates to sign offs on official paperwork.  2022 budget figures set aside for OSLAD expenses will be moved to the 2023 and 2024 fiscal years as we have a minimum of 2 years to complete the project.  
The Quarterly Commuter Parking Lot Report: Enclosed was the 2nd Quarter West (Daily) Parking Lot Report for the period from April 1 – June 30, 2022.  Staff presented the quarterly report.  Parking numbers continue to improve in relation to 2021 quarterly figures.  
The copy of this report is laid out in two different sections. The ‘Revenue and Expenditure Report’ printed on July 1, 2022, contains very detailed information on each fund and account.  The “Six Month Financial Report-Highlights-ending June 2022” references the first report and provides insight on a varying number of accounts and funds.  A general narrative is provided for the most important areas of the budget and how these numbers may compare to the previous year’s budget.  Overall fund balances for the District as of June 30, 2022 are $2,133,862.09.   
Director Baum provided information and updates on where staff is on 2022 agency goals.  Goals are broken down into various departments.  Information includes the specific goal, approx. dates of achievement and if any variables cause changes in progress and dates.

Director Baum mentioned the possible need for continued discussion on finalizing design elements for the Meacham Creek Park project.  Design Perspective’s Tod Stanton is in attendance to report on the July 13 Public Input Meeting.  Questions and discussion of the Meacham Creek Park project were brought forth.  Ideas were proposed related to the public input provided.  Mr. Stanton reported on the findings of the Public Input Meeting and answered questions related to same.  Director Baum and Mr. Stanton will be contacting DuPage County to begin the park design process discussion and to seek initial input/change option requirements from the County.
Director Baum updated the Board on communication he had received from the Village of Roselle seeking input from the Park District on our possible interest in annexing Thorndale Park into the Village of Roselle.  Director Baum provided information in the Board Packets that was requested of and provided by the Village of Roselle regarding Pro’s and Con’s related to annexation into the Village.  General discussion from the Board took place.  Commissioners expressed varying views and opinions related to the subject at hand.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about the removal of this item from the initial agenda.  Moving forward, Director Baum will not separately list his note and discussion items on the agenda itself but will provide subject matter in the Board Packet.  No final determination was made by the full Board related to a positive or negative stance concerning possible annexation of Thorndale Park into Roselle Village boundaries.  
Commissioner Ott asked if there was any Old Business.  There was no Old Business before the Board of Commissioners.  
There was no New Business before the Board of Commissioners.
Commissioners had a number of comments for Tod Stanton of Design Perspectives related to specifics of the Meacham Creek Park project surrounding types of equipment, the pavilion, safety matters and the parking lot.
Citizen Dale Ott commented on the annexation discussion from earlier in the evening.  He provided board members with literature regarding the cons associated with accepting property annexation into the Village of Roselle and provided discussion points concerning the negative impact a yes vote would have on the local homeowners in the immediate area of Thorndale Park.  Citizen Meyers asked the Board if MPD attorney Mraz had any official association with the Village of Roselle as relates to the annexation request from the Village of Roselle.  Citizen Anthony DeGrado commented on the Meacham Creek Park project and questioned whether moving forward with the project was in the best interest of the District based upon unforeseen future scenarios (no citizens) related to the Transwestern/Village of Itasca interest in a future industrial development in that area of the community.
There was no Other Business before the Board of Commissioners.  
It was moved by Commissioner Jarocinski and seconded by Commissioner Grygiel to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of July 20, 2022 at 8:02PM.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There was none.
