Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the Active Net bill.  Director Baum stated the invoice was for the past 9 months as Active Net has been behind in billing for the entire timeframe related to the pandemic.

It was moved by Commissioner Ott and seconded by Commissioner Grygiel to approve the payment of Future Bills dated March 16, 2022 totaling $5,473.64.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about the bill related to the parking lot light pole.  During the winter plowing season, the pole was hit.  This pole was removed and a new one will be installed.  After our deductible, all expenses will be taken care of through our insurance.

The Park District’s Treasurer’s Report for the date (month) ending February 28, 2022 was acknowledged.  The monthly Treasurer’s Report will be placed on file for future auditing purposes.                          

The Sled Hill was used quite frequently during the winter season.  The security light worked sporadically over the winter.   
Commissioner Ott asked about the After School Spanish program.  This program is open to registration for all residents.  There are currently 11 children taking the program at the Primary School.
Commissioner Ott commented on the PDRMA Path Program Wellness event for full time employees that took place on March 3.  Supt. Piworski mentioned that the program is run by PDRMA in hopes employees will take up exercise to help reduce health issues and reduce insurance costs.
Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the progress of the upgrades to our safety manual.  We are moving along as it is a work in progress.
No Report was provided.  Attorney not in attendance.

Director Baum highlighted a few NEDSRA activities in his report.
Director Baum stated in his report that the 2022 Budget & Appropriation was filed with DuPage County within the required time frame prior to the end of March 30th, 2022.  
Director Baum stated that Statements of Economic Interest are due by May 2.  These forms must be completed (via website or mail and returned to the County Clerk’s Office) no later than May 2, 2022. 
Director Baum mentioned in his report a number of items that will be on the agenda for the upcoming April, 2022 Board Meeting to include first quarter Metra parking revenues and Executive Session review of past Executive Session minutes.
There were no questions related to the Activity Log.  
Director Baum provided the Board with information related to new mandates for PDRMA’s cyberliability coverage requirements moving forward into 2022 and the start of the 2023 fiscal year.  Individual District’s will need to go through rigorous set of requirements to make sure we have all necessary I.T. measures in place to circumvent any cyber attacks.  Director Baum and Safety Coordinator Goode attended a webinar on March 16 on this subject.  Staff is currently meeting with our I.T. vendor, REACT, to prepare for these obligations we will have moving forward.
Director Baum updated the Board on the probable District partnership with the Village of Roselle to asphalt portions of the West Metra parking lot and the entrance drive to Manary Park.  Currently, estimates for the Metra Lot, to include only the two entrance drives stand at $82,000.00 for a complete demo and re-asphalting and striping and a $20,000.00 estimate to do the Manary Park lane.  Staff has met with Village of Roselle engineers multiple times.  The tentative timeline would be a mid April bid release with an end of April bid opening.  These dates may change per the Village of Roselle as they will be the official bidding agency.  The work would tentatively begin in mid summer.   The Manary Park portion of the project would have to come out of our Paving and Lighting Fund and not the monies set aside related to our Metra Lease documents. 
President Ott asked that the agenda include subject matter related to a possible future time change to our Board Meeting start times.  Is there any interest in moving the start time up to 6:30pm vs. our regular time of 7:00pm?  
President Ott and Director Baum attended the annual IAPD Legislative Conference in Springfield on March 8 & 9.  The conference booklet is available for review if any are interested.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about legislation updates related to increases in the Park Code minimum bid value requirements.  The state legislature is looking to increase the bid limit to $30,000 for capital projects vs. the present $25,000 that is on the books.  
Commissioner Ott asked if there were any Commissioner Comments.   Commissioner Jarocinski mentioned the early spring usage of our Thorndale Park tennis courts.  Director Baum mentioned that there is a need to bring back our lighting vendor to re-aim a few of the light fixtures at the tennis courts as there are a few dark spots in the corners of the complex.   Commissioner Ott mentioned that it is probably best to not move forward with Consent Agenda items in future board meeting agendas.  She asked about the new tennis court hitting wall.  President Ott mentioned the upcoming Easter events at the District (egg hunt, doggy egg hunt and pancake breakfast).  She thanked staff for all they do for the district.
There was no old/unfinished business before the Board of Commissioners.
It was moved by Commissioner Jarocinski and seconded by Commissioner Grygiel to approve Resolution 22-4, a resolution approving a 2022 and 2023 License Agreement between the Medinah Park District and Roselle Medinah Softball Baseball Organization.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There was none.
