Treasurer Blankenship presented the monthly treasurer’s report for the month ending April 30, 2022.  The report will be kept on file for future auditing purposes.  
The Parks/Maintenance Report was provided by Supt. DeGrado.  Commissioner Blankenship asked about weed control at Manary Park.  Commissioner Ott asked about the completion of the Nordic Park project.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the tennis court complex at Nordic.  
The Recreation Report was provided by Supt. Wendling.  There were no questions related to the Recreation Report. 
The Finance Department Report was provided by Supt. Piworski.  Commissioner Ott asked about possible banking options such as ACH, etc.  Director Baum stated that ACH options are possible to undertake.   Discussion of this option took place.  Further interaction with Itasca Bank can take place along with Reverse Positive Pay protections.    

The Risk Management Report was provided by Safety Coordinator Goode.  There were no questions or comments related to his report.
There was no report from Attorney Mraz.  Attorney Mraz was not in attendance.
The District honored retiring Recreation Supervisor Carol Healy with a banner dedicating the Preschool Room in her honor with the re-naming of the room as the Carol A. Healy Early Childhood Room.  Commissioner Ott introduced and recognized Brooks Wogelius as the new Recreation Supervisor hired by the District on May 10, 2022.

Commissioner Jarocinski mentioned speaking to residents at Goodenough Park about various maintenance issues at that parksite.  She also mentioned attaining information about a future Roselle Green cleanup event via the organization’s website.
Director Baum reported on upcoming events and operations at NEDSRA.     
Director Baum provided updated information on Meacham Creek in his report.  
Director Baum mentioned the June agenda items.  We are scheduled to hold Board officer elections/appointments in June.  Commissioner Blankenship will be absent from the June meeting.  
All 2021 Audit requirements are being met by the end of the month of May (County, PDRMA, financial houses).
The monthly Activity/Project Log was included in the board packet for perusal.
Director Baum included information on the District’s tax exempt properties and documentation that will be forwarded to the County in May, 2022.  All District properties are exempt from taxation with exception of one property we share with DuPage County Forest Preserve.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about PIN numbers associated with specific parksites.
Director Baum mentioned that Recreation Staff are currently creating possible options for this upcoming Fall to offset the loss of the Family Fest event in the summer of 2021. Harvest Fest will replace Family Fest moving forward.
The bid opening date for the Asphalt projects, in association with the Village of Roselle, is scheduled for June 1, 2022.
The Meacham Creek Prescribed Burn will be delayed until the fall months due to the overly wet spring.
Commissioner Ott asked if there was any Old/Unfinished Business before the Board.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the turf/grass installation as part of the Nordic Park Project and that is seems sparse in many areas.  Director Baum answered that the contractor is responsible for landscape success for one year past completion.  Commissioner Ott brought forth discussion on the OSLAD Grant program (2023 cycle) and getting started with an RFP for Master Plan work.  We will be having discussions on working with Design Perspectives, Inc. on professional services for a future OSLAD project.  
It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Grygiel to approve Payout #2 in the amount of $18,590.40 to Hacienda Landscaping, Inc. for work completed on the Nordic Park Playground Re-development Project, pending attorney’s final approval.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  Commissioner Bean asked if this was the final payout.  It is not.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the condition of the planted grass and if the contractor is responsible its condition.  We have a one year warranty on all landscape material per Director Baum.

Commissioner Ott asked if there was any other business before the Board of Commissioners.  Commissioner Jarocinski commented on public use of motorbikes at Manary Park.  She also commented on garbage at the Metra Lot parking lots.
